Matters to Consider when using SAINS

All researchers and students are required to comply with the legal statutes of Japan and the rules of Sapporo Medical University, as indicated below:

<<Do not infringe copyrights. >>

Contents, such as program software and videos are protected by copyright.Only the person who has acquired the license can use these contents.If others’ work is uploaded to your website or if others’ work is made available in a state that allows it to be acquired through P to P communications (such as “Winny”) without notifying the owner of the copyright to this material, you are in breach of copyright law and may be prosecuted.

<<Don’t slander someone’s reputation. >>

Don’t post contents which damage someone’s reputation on your website or BBS and so on.

<<Don’t interfere with others’ business. >>

Don’t destroy either the data on others’ personal computers or the data on servers.

<<Don’t upload obscene material. >>

Don’t post obscene material on your website or on BBS and so on.

<<Don’t leak private information. >>

If private information, such as patient’s information or research information is revealed, serious privacy infringement will be judged to have taken place.

<<Comply with the rules of Sapporo Medical University. >>

Don’t use SAINS for anything other than business.

You have to logout when you stop using your personal computer.

If any problems occur with SAINS, you have to report it to the ICCC.

<<Password Policy>>

Select a password that is obscure and therefore hard to guess.. Change your password periodically.

You must not display your password in places where anyone can see it.

<<Regarding computer viruses>>

Don’t click the attached file of doubtful mail. 

You must delete the mail. Failure to do this can result in viruses infecting the computer.

When using anti-virus software, you must download the newest pattern file and search engine.

You must download the newest Windows Update.

<<Regarding e-mail>>

As a general rule, the transmission of mass volume attachments (over 1MB) by e-mail is prohibited.

As a general rule, do not transmit html mail.
